Level 3 Reserved for those who possess a broad grasp of quilting techniques.  Accurate sewing is essential.  Classes focus on teaching specific pattern 
 and often involve intricate and precise piecing methods.  Participants generally work on their own with instructor assistance available.

Basic quilting techniques are 
taught including: rotary cutting, strip piecing, chaining, 
pressing, borders, and binding.  Step by step 
instructions from start to finish provide a solid quilting 
foundation.

Light and Shadow (Level 3)   
 

Simple half-square triangle construction is 
combined with fabric choices that provide areas of 
greater and lesser contrast.  The result is 
interactions of light and shadow, blocks that 
appear to flow into each other, and a quilt that 
only LOOKS complicated!  In batiks, unexpected 
combinations of color add interest.  In blues, there 
is a suggestion of water.  In a variety of prints, the 
quilt is a bright or subtle puzzle of color.
